Pedagocical background 

• Musical comedy project at a primary school

= an emerging long-term project (during 2 years)

• 120 pupils (10-12 years)

• Music, Visual Arts, French, ….

• 1 ½ year preparation

• 4 month: creation and final performance

• Two specialist teachers: « teaching for autonomy through
creativity ».



The project: the general concept of the 
creative learning process

• Progressive independance of the learners in creating = 
artistic autonomy

• Progressive reponsibility in the team = social autonomy

• Growing complexity of the tasks = process of 
integration = cognitive autonomy



The integrated learning process within
music (2011-2013)

• Notions (rythme, melody,harmony, tempo, …)

• Increasing complexity of the technics and tasks
(reading, playing, listening, dancing,…)

• Learner-centred collective productions

• Composing /inventing for the performance (last 4 
month)
